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Here's what you need to know.

1. If youhave aweighted GPA of 2.8 orabove, you have
the opportunity for a simplified application process to
the participating NC colleges and universities.

2. Toclaimyourspot, youshould scanthe QR code onyour
letter (or the one below!) to visit NCCollegeConnect.org.

3. There you willfind a “Claim Your Spot” button that will
take you to the NC College Connect portal if you are
already loggedinto your CFNC account. (Tip: If you
are not loggedin, you will be asked to log in using your
CFNC credentials or create anew CFNC account.)

4. Afterloggingin, you will see alist of colleges and
universities where you can complete a simplified
application for eachinstitution.

5. Once you’ve submitted your simplified application(s),
the college(s) will contact you with more information
about next steps.

6. These simplified applications will have fees, possibly
ranging from $30 to $75. Submit your simplified
application during College Application Week
(October21-27,2024) to avoid application fees for
most participating institutions.
